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Video guide: Hawaii-Strangers in Paradise
While you watch and listen to the video look for the following ideas.  Are the sentences I wrote true or false?  If it is true leave it be. If it is false, change it to true by adding or crossing out words.
1. Polynesians found Hawaii around 200 years ago. They carried in their canoes plants and animals they needed for survival.
2. The Hawaiian Islands began forming 700 million years ago.
3. At first the islands had no life. About every 50,000 years plants or animals found the islands and began to change.
4. The silversword slowly evolved from a common California wildflower. The changes took about a thousand years.
5. Hawaiian monk seals are one of the most ancient and unchanged of seals.
6. Like in the Galapagos Islands, finches changed into many different species. It is thought that about 50 different honeycreepers evolved from one kind of finch.
7. When humans first came to Hawaii, few settled in the uplands because they feared spirits lived there. Many snakes were found in the upland forests. 
8. People used to pay their taxes with feathers. It takes about 8 birds to make a cape.
9. Humans cleared much of the upland forest to grow taro.
10.  The Europeans made more changes to the Hawaiian ecosystem in 200 years, than the first Hawaiians made in two thousand years.
11. [image: image4.wmf]Goats were first released into the Hawaii by the European sailors who wanted fresh meat on their voyages.
12. O’o were used by Hawaiians for their yellow leg feathers. 70% of all native Hawaiian birds have disappeared. Honeycreepers like the I’iwi have curved bills to fit into the blossoms of flowers they pollinate.
13.  Hawaiian insects are rare and unique. There is a carnivorous caterpillar that is the only kind of it’s species on Earth.

14. There are many ants native to Hawaii. They are more aggressive and powerful than most other kinds of insects. Big headed ants were brought here from Africa.
15. [image: image5.wmf] Mauna Kea is the smallest mountain in the world. If you measured it from the bottom of the ocean to the top it would be 6 inches. Many spiders and insects who live up there have antifreeze in their blood.
16.  Of all the problems in the Hawaiian rainforest, the pua’a is the smallest!

17. Feral pigs have no predators except man.  Their pig wallows become breeding areas for mosquitos that kill birds by bird flu. The wallows also start erosion, bringing upland soil in the runoff from rains. Soil settles on the reef and smothers coral. 
18.  90% of all honu in Hawaii lay their eggs in French Frigate Shoals in the NWHI.

19. [image: image6.wmf] During breeding season, 20 to 300 nesting honu come ashore each night to dig nests and lay eggs.

20.  Iwa, the frigatebird, means thief in Hawaiian.
